Made field or office evaluations of over 600 prospects, mines and mining districts,
and discovered or identified numerous large, attractive precious and base metal
prospects for several clients, either by myself of as a member of various exploration
teams.

Made several bankable feasibility studies with mining, metallurgical and
environmental engineering associates.

Became an expert in “putting the mine together on paper.” As many as 90 parallel,
computer-generated drillhole cross-sections, containing as many as 300 holes, were
routinely combined with plan maps and long-sections to produce grade-contoured
ore zones and a three-dimensional orebody model. A floating cone ore reserve was
then produced by my associated mining engineers as a check on the usual Kriged
reserve. This work often discovered additional ore, and occasionally rejected some
computer-analyzed properties which were geologically impossible to mine.

First learned to make important hand-drawn ore zones at the Climax molybdenum
mine, Colorado, where | discovered the large Ceresco Ridge orebody in 1961 by
analyzing two long, flat exploratory holes drilled in the 1940s. (The original discovery
was made about 1915 by Otis A. King who estimated several million tons, without
any drilling, by sampling several widely spaced adits. The adits later caved and
Ceresco Ridge was then totally forgotten until my rediscovery in 1961.)
